How to read the BACnet object list from a device and import it to RcWare Vision
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Run BacnetTool.exe. There must be Microsoft.NET 2.0 installed on the PC.



2. Enter the IP address of the target BACnet/IP device. (The BACnet device must be in the same logical network as the tool, and all IP parameters must be set correctly.)

3. Check if the default port 47808 is used (BACnet device documentation). But it is a standard BACnet port so it should be generally OK.

4. If the BACnet device is a Siemens PX controller, check the Siemens PXC option.
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Click the Attach button.
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Click the Search button.


7. A list of found objects appears. Focus one of them and click the Info button or doubleclick the object.

8. You can browse through the objects and properties if necessary. Leave the browser with the Cancel button.
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Use the Export button
to export the BACnet object list to a text file.
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Disconnect the BACnet device with the Disconnect button.


11. Repeat steps 2 to 10 for each BACnet controller you need to export. Remember to disconnect prior to changing the IP address of the device. After each IP address change you have to attach again.

12. Go to RcWare Vision, make a new project, define the communication for BACnet.

13. Go to Import/Export, Import for BACnet.
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Click the Folder button to select the exported file.


15. Select the communication channel for the imported datapoints.

16. Click the button to set the datapoint type automatically, and Name + description to create the datapoint text.
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17. Click Import.
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Check the communication properties of the definition data point.


19. Try to communicate with the BACnet device.

20. In the end, reduce the number of datapoints only to those which you need; you will decrease system load. Usually it is not necessary to have all the available BACnet objects in the data file. You can also select only the necessary datapoints at the import time, but deleting the datapoints later by tagging and deleting all selected datapoints seems to be the easiest way.
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
